If you are able to join us for this Mass of Remembrance, we ask that you arrive 15 to 20 minutes early. You 

and/or your family are invited to be a part of the entrance procession. If you wish to do so, please come to the 

Gathering Place to receive your candle and line up for the procession. You will place your lighted candle on a 

table in the sanctuary before taking your seats in the congregation. The candles will remain in place during 

Mass, and you are invited to take your candle home that evening and burn it throughout the month of No-

vember in remembrance of your loved one. Please note that since the seating for Mass is open, you may wish 

to save seats for those joining in the entrance procession. 

 

We also invite you to bring in a framed picture of your loved one who has died (no larger than a 5òx7ò).
